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In a historic win for the
Bukharian Jewish communi-

“I'm proud to deliver $1 million
in federal funding for the Bukhari-
an Jewish Museum and Communi-
ty Center in Queens,” said Senator
Schumer. “With this federal sup-
port, the Bukharian Heritage Soci-
ety will be able to expand its com-
munity facility and construct a new
home for the Bukharian Jewish
Museum, preserving, promoting,
and honoring the rich cultural her-
itage of the Bukharian-American
Jewish community here in New
York City and around the world.”

The man who helped make it
happen is David Aronov, a young
government veteran and tireless
Bukharian community advocate.
His years of experience navigating
federal funding channels (he land-
ed his first government role was

in 2012), combined with a pivotal
2023 delegation trip to Washing-
ton, D.C., set in motion a process
that culminated in this landmark
award.

Years in the Making

David Aronov began working
on the grant application roughly two
years ago, drawing on a decade of
experience in government to iden-
tify an opportunity that most people
— even many community leaders
— don’t know exists: elected offi-
cials have the ability to allocate dis-
cretionary federal funding directly to
their districts.

“A lot of people don’t know
this,” Aronov explained. Usually,
those who do are large institutions
with professional fundraising staff.
Aronov saw an opening for a small-
er, community-driven organization
like the Bukharian Jewish Museum.

The grant application went
through rounds of back-and-forth,
and the path was not always clear.
The 2024 election cycle brought
new uncertainty — when Repub-
licans took control of the House,
community funding grants across
the board were cut. For a time,
the project was in limbo. Senator
Schumer’s office kept pushing to
restore the funding, repeatedly re-
turning it to the legislative agenda

during the long back-and-forth of
budget negotiations. After a govern-
ment shutdown further complicated
matters, the latest round of funding
was ultimately approved and made
public. The Bukharian Jewish Muse-
um received $1 million — the same
as every other funded project in this
round.

The money is capital funding,
meaning itis designated specifically
for construction and building costs.
It cannot be used to hire staff or pay
for programs, explained Aronov.
The funds will flow through the De-
partment of Housing and Urban De-
velopment (HUD), which will coor-
dinate directly with the museum’s
leadership on how to deploy the
money. The process involves mul-
tiple layers of review, including an
environmental assessment and co-
ordination with local review boards
— arigorous but necessary path for
federal dollars of this scale.

Aronov is also clear-eyed about
what comes next: $1 million, while
transformational, is not enough on
its own. The museum will need
supplemental funding from city and
state sources, private donors, and

other fundraising channels to ful-
ly realize its vision. But this feder-
al grant is the anchor — the largest
commitment any Bukharian organi-
zation in the United States has ev-
er received from the federal govern-
ment.

“This is a really big deal,” Aron-
ov said simply.

A Delegation That Made History

The story of this grant has a spe-
cific turning point: April 2023, when
a Bukharian delegation traveled to
Washington, D.C., and met with
Senator Schumer’s office. The vis-
it was organized by Ezra and Ga-
briella Friedlander. Chagit Leviev
Sofiev, Boris Kandov, Leon Nek-
talov, Rafael Nektalov, Rabbi Ba-
ruch Babayev, Roman Kaykov, and
a plethora of other Bukharian lead-
ers joined. David Aronov, who had
longstanding relationships with staff
in the senator’s office from his prior
years working in government, also
attended. Though the meeting was
brief, it was impactful — an intimate

Baibachaev, the grandfather
of Chanan Babacsayv, passed
away in Israel. The grandson
took this as an opportunity not
only to document his grand-
father’s life but to gather data,
stories, documents, and pho-
tos from the entire family. The
undertaking ultimately proved
more challenging than initially
assumed. Nevertheless, Babac-
sayv recommends that others
follow his lead. "When a fami-
ly engages with its history, it al-
so strengthens its Jewish identi-
ty," he says.

"Boy Batsha" is written in white
script on a modern, simple dark green
book cover. The subtitle: Son of a Rich
Man. Since autumn 2024, Chanan
Babacsayv has poured everything he
could research about his grandfather
and, ultimately, his family as a whole
into book form. However, a commer-
cial publication of the volume—which
was self-published in three languag-
es (German, Russian, Hebrew)—is
intentionally not planned. "l had 100

copies printed for family and friends.
For me, this is simply about documen-
tation."

What the former Bukharian IKG
(Israelite Religious Community) Vice
President gathered through many
conversations with family members
across the world, along with their help
regarding photos and data, now pres-
ents itself as a comprehensively anno-
tated photo album. For example, there
is the grandfather in a slightly faded
black-and-white shot from the 1950s
in his shoe repair shop in Samarkand.
There is also a brown-tinged photo-
graph of his father, Hanan, in Red Ar-
my uniform in the early 1940s. Using
the software Ahnenblatt, Babacsayv
was able to trace the family tree back
to Josef ben Juschaja (1861-1931).
While no portrait of him exists, the
volume includes a photograph of his
gravestone in Samarkand.

Josef ben Juschaja was also the
founder of the family name. He was
a veterinarian who accepted food or
other goods from those who strug-
gled to pay. This earned him the nick-
name "Boy Batsha," meaning "son of
arich man." His great-great-grand-
son says this also reflects the respect
he enjoyed. When the Tsar’s troops
reached the region, the use of sur-
names was introduced by law. Josef
was actually known as "Israel" or "Is-
raelov." However, the sentiment to-
ward Jews was not good. Thus, the
ancestor decided to use the nickname
as a surname: "Baibachaev."

Scattered yet closely connected.
His descendants still bear the name
today, though in various transcrip-
tions or translations due to the histo-

ry of emigration from present-day Uz-
bekistan to Israel—where a large part
of the family still lives—and beyond to
Austria. Chanan and his family spell it
"Babacsayv." His brothers living in Vi-
enna, on the other hand, translated
their surname into German as adults
in Austria and now call themselves
"Reichmann."

The ancestral chart documents
a rich lineage from the grandfather,
whose full name was Amnun ha-Ko-
hen ben Zulaicha we Hanan Bai-
bachev: six children, 26 grandchil-
dren, 60 great-grandchildren. Texts
and photos describe and illustrate a
strong family bond despite the geo-
graphical distance—a momentum that
pulls through the generations. Many
family members had to take on sig-
nificant responsibility at a very young
age.

Grandfather Amnun (1930—2005),
for instance, became a "quasi-provid-
er" for the family at just eleven years
old following the events of World War
IIl. Chanan Babacsayv shares that he
himself came to Vienna from Israel
as an eight-year-old, where his par-

ents were primarily busy earning a liv-
ing. Thus, he was also responsible for
managing his own school success at
an early age. With his own children,
he felt it was important to give them
responsibilities early on.

Chanan Babacsayv also assigned
various tasks to his extended family:
in conversations, his initial goal was
to learn as much as possible about
his grandfather. But he also asked ev-
eryone to search for photos and docu-
ments and to send him the vital statis-
tics of all known relatives. In this way,
Boy Batsha became something of a
foundation for a family chronicle that
he expects his children—and the chil-
dren of his siblings and cousins—uwill
ideally continue generation after gen-
eration. Appropriately, the last page
of the book is largely blank. The only
sentence at the top of the page reads:
"From here on, you continue writing —
memories for posterity." History is a
permanent continuation.

Reflecting on what he gained
personally while working on these
memories of his grandfather and oth-
er family members, he says: "Every-

thing we are today, we actually owe to
our ancestors." He also found great
joy in connecting with family mem-
bers in Israel, Germany, and the USA
during the project. "Indirectly, this work
helped everyone reflect on our family
history, and it brought us all closer to-
gether." He is proud that this was rec-
ognized very positively within the fam-
ily. At the Yahrzeit ceremony for his
grandfather, for which relatives trav-
eled to Vienna from all over the world,
the book provided plenty of conver-
sation fodder, as each of the roughly
80 guests was presented with a copy.

He would be delighted if other
families now said: "We’'ll do that too."
For Chanan Babacsayv is convinced:
documenting the history of one's an-
cestors strengthens identity, and a
strong Jewish identity is, in turn, the
key against assimilation.

"The more a family knows about
itself, the more likely it is to remain
within that framework."

Tradition, after all, means more
than just language and food culture.
"You need the whole package."

The President of Uzbekistan,
Shavkat Mirziyoyev, has arrived
on a working visit to Washing-
ton to participate in the inaugu-
ral meeting of President Trump’s
Board of Peace on February 19,
2026, alongside the Presidents
of Kazakhstan, Azerbaijan, and
other heads of state. Against a
backdrop of deep geopolitical
tensions and raging conflicts
across the world, Mirziyoyev’s
second visit to the White House
in less than four months sug-
gests that U.S.-Uzbekistan rela-
tions are at their strongest in de-
cades.

Mirziyoyev will be joined by Uz-
bekistan’s Foreign Minister, Min-
ister of Investments, Industry and
Trade, and other high-ranking of-

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ficials. Uzbek Ambassador to the
U.S. Sadykov and his team have
been working around-the-clock for
over two weeks, gearing up for the
Trump—Mirziyoyev meeting.
President Mirziyoyev’s objec-
tive will be to elevate U.S.-Uz-
bek relations from a constructive
relationship to a fully functional,

deal-oriented partnership with a
focus on capital flows and bilater-
al trade. In addition to his desire for
regional stability in West Asia, his
signing up for the Board of Peace
should be understood as indicat-
ing his desire to advance trade and
investment and flows into Uzbeki-
stan.

The Uzbeks are keen to nail
down new money and capital guar-
antees to fund infrastructure along
the U.S.-brokered “Trump Route
for International Peace and Pros-
perity,” aka, the Zangezur Corridor
between Armenia and Azerbaijan
(TRIPP) — a roughly 27-mile-long
piece of land that links Europe to
Central Asia and beyond through
the Caucasus.

TRIPP matters to Trump be-
cause it advances two goals at
once: stabilizing the South Cau-
casus while more fully integrating
U.S. trade with Uzbekistan and the
Trans-Caspian International Trans-
port Route (TITR)—a multimodal,
4,000 km transport network con-
necting China and East Asia with
Europe via Kazakhstan, the Caspi-
an Sea, Azerbaijan, Georgia, and
Turkey.

Apart from the issues on the
Board of Peace agenda, Mirziyo-
yev will push for ironclad U.S. com-
mitments and cold, hard cash for
transport corridors and their down-
stream beneficiaries.

Two big reasons driving Mirziy-
oyev ‘s thinking: first, Uzbekistan is
one of only two double-landlocked
countries in the world, the oth-
er being Liechtenstein—and sec-
ond, Trump’s desire to nail down
a peace agreement between Ar-
menia and Azerbaijan, thereby
resolving a long-standing territo-
rial dispute that has taken thou-
sands of lives. Mirziyoyev knows
that Trump sees TRIPP as a path
to lasting peace and regional pros-
perity across the broader region,
which fits into the Board of Peace
narrative.

Trump has referenced TRIPP
repeatedly over the past year, and
Mirziyoyev is well aware of this. At
UNGA last September 23, 2025,
Trump said: “President Mirziy-

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Two weeks ago, the Unit-
ed States gathered represen-
tatives from 54 countries in
Washington, D.C. for what
may prove to be the most am-
bitious reordering of global
mineral supply chains in re-
cent memory.

Hosting representatives from
54 countries and the European
Commission — including 43 for-
eign and other ministers — over
February 3-4, Secretary of State
Marco Rubio unveiled a sweep-
ing package of measures: 11 new
bilateral frameworks and MOUs
signed in a single day, the cre-
ation of a new multilateral forum
called FORGE to replace the Min-
erals Security Partnership, and
more than $30 billion in U.S. gov-
ernment financing mobilized over
the past six months alone.

The message was clear:
Washington intends to break the
concentration of critical miner-
al supply chains and build a new
international system around reli-
able, diversified, and politically in-
sulated access to the raw materi-
als underpinning Al, batteries, and
advanced manufacturing. — EL

GRITIGAL MINERALS DRIVE IS RESHAPING PARTNERSHIPS
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Uzbekistan and US 'sign MoU, on critical/minerals and,rare earths
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States have signed a memoran-
dum of understanding on securing
supply in the mining and process-
ing of critical minerals and rare
earth elements, Uzbekistan’s For-
eign Minister Bakhtiyor Saidov re-
ported. The document was signed
together with US Deputy Secre-
tary of State Christopher Landau.
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The MoU establishes a frame-
work for cooperation between the
two governments in the extraction
and processing of critical miner-
als, with a focus on supply chain
reliability, technology cooperation,

and long-term sustainability. Offi-
cials described the agreement as
a step toward strengthening bi-
lateral cooperation in strategical-
ly important raw materials.
Saidov said Uzbekistan views

critical minerals not only as an
economic opportunity, but also
as an area for responsible part-
nership and long-term develop-
ment. He noted that Uzbekistan
aims to develop its minerals sec-
tor in line with international stan-
dards, including transparency,
environmental responsibility, and
value-added industrial production.

The agreement was signed
alongside broader engagements
on critical minerals, including a
ministerial-level meeting on crit-
ical minerals supply chains host-
ed by the United States. Uzbek
officials discussed both the bilat-
eral agenda and key global issues
with US Secretary of State Mar-
co Rubio. During the exchange,
the sides highlighted the role of
the recently established Peace
Council as an emerging platform
for promoting stability and pros-
perity in conflict-affected regions
and reaffirmed their commitment
to cooperation on international
security and sustainable devel-
opment.

Talks with Landau further fo-
cused on ensuring the timely
implementation of agreements
reached at the highest level and
expanding new joint projects un-
der the Uzbekistan—-US expand-
ed strategic partnership.

Earlier reports show that the
United States remains among
Uzbekistan'’s top 20 foreign trade
partners. Bilateral trade turnover
stood at about $1bn in 2025, fol-
lowing $1.02bn in 2024, and
$765.1mn in 2023, reflecting
steady growth in economic ties.

Not a major mineral producer,
Israel is increasingly positioned as
a strategic connector (Europe, US,
and Asia), technological hub, and
enabler across the supply chain —
in advanced processing technolo-
gies, materials science, recycling,
and digital optimization — and the
conference offered Sa'ar a plat-
form to advance that case along-
side a busy schedule of bilateral
meetings.

ence, Sa'ar held a meeting with
Uzbekistan's Foreign Minister
Saidov, later writing on X: "Good
meeting with Uzbekistan's @FM_
Saidov on the sidelines of the
Critical Minerals Ministerial con-
ference in Washington. We dis-
cussed ways to strengthen bilat-
eral relations. Israel was one of the
first countries to recognize Uzbeki-
stan's independence. We'll contin-
ue strengthening relations!"

The Israel-Uzbekistan ex-
change was one of several
high-level bilateral engagements
Sa'ar conducted during the confer-
ence. He also met with South Ko-
rean Foreign Minister Cho Hyun,
Indian Foreign Minister Dr. Subrah-
manyam Jaishankar, and Bolivian

Foreign Minister Fernando Ara-
mayo — a sign of the broad diplo-
matic activity Israel pursued on the
conference's margins.

Sa'ar framed the conference it-
self in systemic terms, describing
it as an effort to build a new inter-
national architecture around crit-
ical mineral supply chains. "The
broad international coalition led
by the US," he said, "is intended
to create a new international sys-
tem that will guarantee its mem-
bers the supply of critical minerals
for the various industries that are
essential to their economies and
national security."

He added that the emerging
framework is designed to address
vulnerabilities across the entire

supply chain — from mining and
refining through to the production
of finished goods — with the aim
of reducing the risks and structur-
al weaknesses that have exposed
import-dependent economies in re-
cent years.

At a moment when Washing-
ton is actively building an allied ar-

chitecture around strategic miner-
als, Israel's participation signals its
ambition to anchor itself within that
emerging order — deepening its
value to partners and reinforcing its
role as an indispensable connec-
tor in the allied democratic econ-
omies now rallying around miner-
al security.

Phylisa Wisdom, the pro-
gressive Jewish leader chosen
to head New York City’s Mayor’s
Office to Combat Antisemitism,
says she is preparing to take a
broad view of her mandate as
she steps into the role under in-
tense scrutiny.

In an exclusive interview with
the Forward, her first since Mayor
Zohran Mamdani named her last
week, Wisdom laid out an ambi-
tious early agenda focused on
building trust across the city’s di-
verse Jewish communities and de-
veloping a comprehensive strategy
modeled in part on the Biden White
House’s national plan to counter
antisemitism.

She described her overall ap-
proach as “being creative and
committing resources to doing
what we can to turn the tide.”

Wisdom, who is 39 and lives
in Brooklyn, said Friday that one
of her first steps when she as-
sumes the role later this month will
be launching a citywide “listening
tour” spanning five borough-based
hubs, including homes, schools
and community centers. The goal
is to understand the concerns and
experiences of a broad cross-sec-
tion of Jewish New Yorkers and
build a sustainable relationship.

Her appointment comes as
the city grapples with a sharp rise
in antisemitic attacks and as the
Mamdani administration faces
scrutiny from the Jewish leaders
after a divisive election shaped in
part by his positions in opposition
to Israel.

Wisdom acknowledged she
faces a “challenging task” con-
fronting rising antisemitism while
serving a mayor whose anti-Zionist
posture has left some questioning
his commitment to the city’s pre-
vention and response efforts.

Nonetheless, she stressed that

the Mamdani administration is tak-
ing its commitment “very serious-
ly,” and is prepared to deploy other
city agencies to the work. Wisdom
didn’t elaborate on how that coop-
eration would be structured. Mam-
dani outlined a broad framework
for the office in his Day One exec-
utive order.

Serving as Mamdani’s point
person on this issue, she said she
aims to outline a framework to de-
fine antisemitism to help determine
which incidents to investigate or
pursue. The office, established by
former Mayor Eric Adams last year
through an executive order, initial-
ly adopted the controversial Inter-
national Holocaust Remembrance
Alliance definition of antisemitism,
which considers most forms of an-
ti-Zionism as antisemitic. Mamdani
revoked the IHRA definition on his
first day in office, prompting swift
backlash from mainstream Jewish
organizations.

To address the need for a work-
ing definition of antisemitism, Wis-
dom said she is looking to craft a
city plan similar to the Biden White

House’s national plan, which was
released in 2023. Rather than
adopting a single codified defini-
tion of antisemitism, Wisdom said
the office will draw from the muilti-
ple established working definitions,
including IHRA, the Nexus Docu-
ment — which states that most crit-
icism of Israel and Zionism is not
antisemitic — and the Jerusalem
Declaration on Antisemitism, which
was released in 2021 as a progres-
sive alternative to IHRA.

“We want to ensure that it’s re-
ally focused on policy, practice and
investment, and not getting caught
up in the definitional fight,” Wisdom
said. “l think the best practice is to
use myriad resources, including
those three definitions.”

Wisdom said she hopes to re-
lease the plan before the High Hol-
idays in the fall, when Jewish com-
munal life is most visible.

She added that the office will
work closely with both the New
York City Commission on Human
Rights and the New York State Di-
vision of Human Rights to coordi-
nate enforcement and education

efforts. Wisdom said she is al-
so considering reviving the previ-
ous administration’s interagency
task force on antisemitism to en-
sure cross-agency collaboration,
including the New York Police De-
partment and the Office for the Pre-
vention of Hate Crimes.

ately fueled suspicion.

The backlash also sharpened
a political contradiction Mamdani
himself has cultivated. During the
campaign, he promised Satmar
and other Hasidic sects that he
would protect yeshivas from gov-
ernment intervention.

In the interview, Wisdom indi-
cated that she has moved past her
prior activism to focus on the of-
fice’s singular task: combating an-
tisemitism in all its forms. She said
she’s “acutely aware” that Ortho-

Wisdom’s appointment drew
immediate backlash from Ortho-
dox leaders and activists over her
past work at an advocacy group
that has pushed for enforcement
of state secular education stan-
dards in yeshivas.

Wisdom, who had been the ex-
ecutive director of the progressive
and pro-Zionist New York Jewish
Agenda since 2023, was previ-
ously director of development and
government affairs at Yaffed, which
scrutinized yeshivas in Brooklyn
over inadequate secular educa-
tion. That history was not men-
tioned in City Hall’s official bio for
Wisdom, an omission that immedi-

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share” of antisemitic incidents in
the city and that protecting visi-
bly Jewish communities would be
a top priority. Questions about ye-
shiva curriculum policy, she added,
fall under the purview of the De-
partment of Education.

Wisdom also pointed to her
work at NYJA advancing a state
hate crimes bill and helping imple-
ment the Stop Hiding Hate social
media reporting law as evidence of
her experience translating advoca-
cy into enforceable policy.

“We are really going to be
thinking about, rather than a
sledgehammer approach, a scal-
pel approach to combating an-
tisemitism,” Wisdom said. “One
that will ensure all Jewish New
Yorkers can feel safe and belong
in the city.”

oyev is a terrific leader, and with
this TRIPP corridor, Uzbekistan is
going to see massive trade flow-
ing through — it's going to connect
them directly to new markets with-
out all the old hassles.”

And as Trump said on Novem-
ber 7, 2025, atthe C5+1 Summitin
Washington: “I've got great respect
for President Mirziyoyev — he’s do-
ing amazing things in Uzbekistan.
The Trump Route, i.e., the TRIPP,
is perfect for them; it's going to cut
transit times and costs, making Uz-
bekistan a powerhouse in regional
trade.”

Vice President J.D. Vance
No doubt Mirziyoyev and his

Ambassador to Washington have
also been tracking Vice President
Vance'’s statements during his vis-
its to Yerevan and Baku. Take, for
example: “| think there is actually a
lot of capital interested in this par-
ticular project. There are a lot of
people across the world who think
they can make a good return on
investment by investing in Arme-
nia and this TRIPP project.” Mirzi-
yoyev will make every effort to win
Vance over to his priorities.

Interagency Meetings

While in Washington, Mirzi-
yoyev’s team should be meeting
with the U.S. International Devel-
opment Finance Corporation, the

U.S. Department of Commerce,
the U.S. Department of Transpor-
tation, and the Export-Import Bank
of the United States, alongside in-
vestment banks, multilateral insti-
tutions, and the United States Con-

gress.

As this process unfolds, Uz-
bekistan’s vision will remain to
build a strong bridge between
Central Asia and the South Cau-
casus, creating a space of unified
cooperation that strengthens stra-
tegic ties and stability across the

region. At any rate, that’s the long-
term game plan.

Concerning the Board of
Peace, the results will most likely
pass out of the news cycle in Uz-
bekistan within a day or two. How
news of the Uzbek head of state’s
visit to Washington resonates in
West Asia is a separate and still
unfolding question.

It is clear, however, that if Mir-
ziyoyev returns to Tashkent with
fresh U.S. agreements and Pres-
ident Trump’s continued backing,
which is expected, this will catalyze
more win-win investments, neutral-
ize the risks associated with Uz-
bekistan’s double landlocked sta-
tus, and give significant impetus
to more robust economic growth
across the region.

As she bides her time in the
athletes’ village — she’ll be mak-
ing her Olympic debut on Satur-
day — Kamryn scrolls through
messages from her mom and
newsletters from her synagogue
back home, grounding herself in
faith and family.

Routine is everything. She
wakes early and eats in the caf-
eteria with competitors from

around the world. “We’re training
every day,” she said via Zoom on
Wednesday, sitting on the edge
of her twin bed in the dorm-style
room she shares with a team-
mate.

Born at Manhattan’s Mount Si-
nai Hospital and named at Cen-
tral Synagogue, Kamryn spent
her early years shuttling between
New York and Washington, D.C.,
as her parents followed careers

in government and diplomacy.
Her dad, Douglas, worked in both
the George W. Bush and Barack
Obama administrations, and her
mom, Jane, worked at the Unit-
ed Nations.

Her journey to Milan began in
her living room. In winter 2010,
short track speedskating phen-
om Apolo Ohno carved impossi-
ble lines across the TV during the
Vancouver Olympics. Kamryn,
then 5, pointed at the screen. “I|
want to do that,” she announced
ambitiously to her parents. They
assumed her interest would fade.
It didn’t.

Kamryn, who is 5' 10", has not
stopped since. She won her first
medal on a broken ankle at the
age of 7. By 8, she was a nation-
al champion. She has set 10 na-
tional records.

At 17, she nearly made it on-
to the team for the Winter Olym-
pics in Beijing. In Milan, Kamryn
is competing in two events: the
3,000-meter relay and, individu-
ally, in the 1,500 meters.

Short track is a study in con-
tradictions: grace pitched against
danger, speeds nudging 35 miles

an hour, each lap a negotiation
with physics and fate. Kamryn
has trained for 16 years to make
the improbable look inevitable —
a victory, if it comes, measured in
centimeters and seconds.

“Actually,” she admitted, “I'm
scared of heights, so I'm just hap-
py we're on the ground, compared
to skiing and ski jumping.”

“Being Jewish is a big part
of our identity,” Jane Lute, Kam-
ryn’s mother, said in an interview
with the Forward. “It's grounding.
| tell my girls, courage is conta-
gious in a crowd. You were born
to a crowd. Never fear doing the
right thing.”

Before the games began in
Milan, Jane told Kamryn to recite
the Shehecheyanu — the blessing
for new experiences — during the
opening ceremony, which Kamryn
did. “l listen to my mom,” she said
with a laugh.

On race day, Kamryn’s ritu-

Kamryn’s pursuit of speedskat-
ing took her west, where she trains
with the U.S. team. She’s a junior
at the University of Utah, major-
ing in economics with a minor in
French. When not training or com-
peting, she’s focused on course-
work and her long-term goal: to
become a lawyer, a path inspired
in part by her mother’s career in
public service. “I've known for 10
years now that | want to go to law
school,” Kamryn said.

The importance of faith

Kamryn is the youngest of four
girls, and part of a blended, inter-
faith family. The family’s Jewish-
ness is foundational: lighting
Shabbat candles, memberships at
both Central Synagogue in Man-
hattan, which is Reform, and the
Conservative congregation Etz
Hayim in Arlington, Virginia, just
outside D.C.

said. “But once the race starts,
everything else disappears.”

Jane’s expectations are as
precise as her daughter’s rou-
tines. “It's impossible for you to
disappoint anyone in your life at
this stage,” she told her daughter.
“Don’t put that pressure on your-
self. Do pay attention to your char-
acter. Pay attention to how you
conduct yourself.”

Whether the Olympics end ina
blur of medals or missed turns, the
duo will likely send the same post-
race text they always do.

Kamryn’s reply is always the
same: “Baruch Hashem.”

On February 16, 2026, the
Department of Motor Vehicles
rolled out a new Driver Violation
Point System meant to better
identify and take action against
high-risk drivers. Governor
Kathy Hochul proposed the reg-
ulatory amendments in her 2023
State of the State. Many viola-
tions will carry a substantial in-
crease in points.

While some of the changes are
welcomed, like drivers will now be
assessed 11 points for alcohol or
drug related vehicle incidents or for
aggravated unlicensed operation.

Speed contests, which carried
no points before new rules, is now
5 points.

If a driver fails “to exercise due
care” the points assessed have in-

creased from 2 to 5.
Using a mobile phone or porta-
ble electronic device continues to

be 5 points.
Reckless driving is also 5
points.

If you receive 6 points on your
record in 18 months, you must pay
a Driver Responsibility Assessment
fee of $100 each year for three
years. That is in addition to fines,
fees, penalties and surcharges al-
ready authorized by law.

Points will remain on the driv-
ing record an additional six months.

Driving 1-10 miles over the
posted speed limit (most of NYC is
25 mph) is 3 points and goes up
dramatically as a driver’s speed in-
creases over the limit.

Instead of looking back 18
months at the points accumulation
—itis now 24 months.

Silent on “Green Light Law”

Ironically, Governor Hochul
proposed no changes to the Driv-
er’s License Access and Privacy
Act or “Green Light Law” which al-
lows individuals unlawfully present
in the country to obtain a driver li-
cense. New York State has ensured
that even those unlawfully present
who neither speak nor read English
can obtain licenses. DMV will pro-
vide tests in one’s native language
and provide translators. It seems
that if the state were really serious
about preventing crashes, it would
restrict driver licenses to lawful res-
idents of the state who speak and
read English.

When the month of Adar be-
gins, our Sages teach: “When
Adar enters, we increase in joy.”

This is not just a nice sentence.
Itis a life instruction. Joy is not only
a feeling that comes and goes. Itis
something we build. This idea con-
nects deeply to Parashat Terumah.

In this parashah, God com-
mands the Jewish people to build
the Mishkan, a holy place where His
Presence will dwell among them.
The connection between the be-
ginning of Adar and Parashat Teru-
mah teaches us that real joy is built
step by step, just like the Mishkan
was built. It is created through giv-
ing, unity, faith, and turning ordinary
life into something holy.

‘Joy is a choice’

The first message is that joy is
a choice. In Parashat Terumah, the
Torah says that the donations for the
Mishkan should come from “every
person whose heart moves him.”
The giving had to come from the
heart. No one was forced.

In the same way, joy in Adar is
not forced. It does not depend only
on our situation, money, or success.
It depends on our heart and our de-
cision. A person can choose to fo-
cus on problems, or choose to focus
on blessings. Choosing joy does not
mean ignoring difficulties. It means
believing that even inside challeng-
es, there is purpose and hope.

When we decide to see the
good, to say thank you, and to trust
God, we begin to build joy inside
ourselves. Just like the Mishkan

was built with willing hearts, our in-
ner world is built by our daily choic-
es.

“Me a sanctuary”

The second message is that
each person is a small sanctuary.
In Parashat Terumah it says, “They
shall make for Me a sanctuary, and
| will dwell among them.” It does not
say “in it,” but “among them.” This
teaches that God does not only
dwell in a building. He dwells with-
in people. Every person has a holy
spark inside.

The month of Adar reminds us
that joy opens the heart and allows
God’s Presence to be felt. When a
person is full of sadness and anger,
the heart feels closed. But when a
person works on joy, gratitude, and
faith, the heart becomes open and
bright. Just as the Mishkan was built
from many materials—gold, silver,
wood, and beautiful fabrics—each
of us has different talents, strengths,
and abilities.

The question is what we do with
them. Do we use them only for our-
selves, or do we use them to create
something meaningful? Adar calls

us to believe in our value. You are
not random. You are needed. Your
life can be a place where holiness
lives.

Giving = happiness

The third message is that giving
creates true happiness. The Mish-
kan was built from the donations of
the people. Everyone brought what
they could. Some gave gold, some
gave silver, some gave simple ma-
terials. But every gift mattered. The
giving itself created connection and
excitement.

In the month of Adar, we cele-
brate the holiday of Purim. On Pu-
rim we are commanded to give
gifts to the poor and send food to
friends. Why? Because real joy
grows when we think about others.
When a person gives, he does not
become smaller. He becomes big-
ger. His heart grows. Many people
think happiness comes from receiv-
ing more. But the Torah teaches that
happiness comes from giving more.
Akind word, a smile, a small act of
help—these are modern-day “dona-
tions” that build a spiritual Mishkan.
When we give from the heart, we

feel connected to something great-
er than ourselves. That connection
brings deep joy.

Power of unity

The fourth message is the pow-
er of unity. The Mishkan was not
built from one material alone. Gold
alone was not enough. Wood alone
was not enough. Only when all the
different pieces came together did
the Mishkan become complete. In
the same way, the Jewish people
are made of many different types
of individuals. Different personal-
ities, backgrounds, opinions, and
strengths.

In the story of Purim, the people
were united in prayer and fasting.
Their unity brought salvation. Adar
teaches us that when we stand to-
gether, we are stronger. In our fam-
ilies, workplaces, and communities,
we may not always agree. But we
can choose respect and coopera-
tion. When we focus only on differ-
ences, we create separation. When
we focus on shared goals and
shared values, we create a place
where God's Presence can rest.

Unity does not mean everyone
is the same. It means everyone
brings their unique gift to a shared
mission. Just like the Mishkan need-
ed every part, our world needs ev-
ery person.

Bringing holiness
into the world

The fifth message is learning to
turn physical life into spiritual mean-
ing. Parashat Terumah speaks in
great detail about measurements,

materials, and physical objects. Ev-
erything had exact sizes and clear
instructions. This teaches us that
holiness is not separate from the
physical world. Instead, we take
physical things and use them for a
higher purpose.

In our daily lives, we work, earn
money, cook food, build homes, and
use technology. These are physical
actions. But they can become holy
when we use them with the right in-
tention. A family meal can become
a moment of gratitude and con-
nection. A business can become
a place of honesty and kindness.
Free time can become an opportu-
nity to help others or learn some-
thing meaningful.

Adar reminds us that joy comes
when we see purpose in ordinary
life. We do not need to escape the
world to find holiness. We need to
bring holiness into the world.

Adar’s 5 messages

As the month of Adar begins
and we read Parashat Terumah,
we receive a powerful message.
Joy is something we build. Holiness
is something we create. When we
choose joy, believe in our inner val-
ue, give with an open heart, live in
unity, and raise our physical lives to
a higher purpose, we are building
our own Mishkan. We are creating
a space where God can dwell with-
in us and among us.

May this month of Adar fill us
with true and lasting joy. May we
build lives of meaning, kindness,
and faith. And may we merit to feel
that the Divine Presence truly lives
within our hearts and within our
shared world.

moment whereby Senator Schum-
er reflected upon his past work to
free Soviet Jews and provide visas
to the US, a face-to-face result with
the fruits of his efforts. He asked go-
ing forward how he could support
the community.

This grant is a direct result of
that meeting.

A Permanent Home

Today, the Bukharian Jewish
Museum operates out of a spa-
cious basement of a commercial
building in Queens—a generous of-
fer from Yan Moshe towards pre-
serving and showcasing Bukharian
heritage. It is open by appointment
only. Despite these limitations, it has
drawn visitors from across the city
and around the world: Bukharian
Jews from London, diplomats sta-
tioned abroad, New York City Coun-
cil leadership, and schoolteachers
from local public schools with no
personal connection to the com-
munity — all drawn by the richness
of a story that most of the world has

yet to discover.

This publication has covered
many of those visits over the years,
and the impressions are strikingly
consistent: visitors arrive curious
and leave moved. The museum’s
collection — documenting the histo-
ry, traditions, and artistic heritage of
Bukharian Jews, a community that
traces its roots to the ancient Jewish
communities of Central Asia — is
not something found anywhere else.

Museum leadership has ex-
pressed deep gratitude for the grant:

“Our heartfelt gratitude to Da-
vid Aronov for the enormous efforts
to get financial grant to expand the
Bukharian Jewish Museum, which
is the only one in the world. Now
we have a good chance to proper-
ly display our artifacts. May Hash-
em grant him good health to con-
tinue his noble mission by helping
us introduce the Bukharian Jewish
community to the American people
at large. With great respect, Aron
Aronov, Executive Director of the
Bukharian Jewish Museum in New

York; Yuriy Sadikov, President of the
Bukharian Jewish Museum; and Al-
la Aronova.”

For the first time, the museum
will have the resources to search
for a permanent, visible location —
a space that can welcome visitors
without an appointment, that can an-
chor community life, and that can tell
its story to the broader public on a
meaningful scale.

“This is not just for Bukharians,”
David Aronov emphasized. “We
want the general public to know
about our rich history and traditions.”

Before its current location, the
museum operated out of a JIQ facil-
ity — a reminder of how far the insti-
tution has come, and how much fur-
ther it has the potential to go.

A Community on the Rise

The Bukharian Jewish commu-
nity of Queens is one of the most
vibrant immigrant communities in
New York City. Having arrived pri-
marily from the former Soviet re-

publics of Uzbekistan and Tajikistan
beginning in the 1970s and accel-
erating through the 1990s, Bukha-
rian Jews brought with them a dis-
tinctive culture shaped by more than
two millennia of Jewish life in Cen-
tral Asia — a unique fusion of Per-
sian, Jewish, and Soviet influences
expressed in language, music, food,
art, and religious practice.

Despite the community’s size
and dynamism, it has historically
received little in the way of institu-
tional support or public recognition
compared to older-established Jew-
ish communities. Federal grants of
this scale — the kind that large uni-
versities, hospitals, and established
nonprofits routinely pursue — have
been largely out of reach.

That changes now.

“It's nice because there’s not
that much funding for communities
like ours,” Aronov noted. “The big
ones have big asks. It's nice to see
funding for something new.”

What Comes Next

The immediate next steps in-
volve working closely with HUD to

navigate the federal requirements
for capital funding. Environmental
reviews and coordination with local
planning bodies will take time. The
museum’s leadership will need to
identify a suitable new location —
one that is permanent, accessible,
and visible enough to serve both the
Bukharian community and the gen-
eral public.

Supplemental funding will be es-
sential. Community fundraising ef-
forts, city and state grants, and pri-
vate philanthropy will all need to play
arole. But with $1 million in federal
backing now secured, the Bukhari-
an Jewish Museum has something it
has never had before: a foundation.

For David Aronov, accustomed
to uncertainty and political hurdles,
the message is one of possibility.
The federal government can sup-
port communities like this one. It
takes knowledge of the system, re-
lationships built over time, and the
willingness to make the case —
again and again — until someone
listens.

Senator Schumer listened. And
now, a community’s heritage has a
future.
